FIRST COSSACK VICTORY

OBOROVA Yugoslavia March 2%h 1944 :The Kosaken Kavallerie-Division, led by General Pannwite, was the last
large Axis unil sent 1o Yugoslavia to fight Tile's Partisans. But, despite their experience and the good mobility
offered by the horses, the Cossacks at first failed to successfully engage and destroy the elusive guerillas in Croatia,
The large operations launched encountered vnly smiper fire, obstacles and mines. The partisans, well informed. fall
back in timwe only Lo ambush and harass the Axis troops when they retired to their bases. Pannwitz so decided 1o
divide his command in six kampigruppen, each boilt around a cavalry regiment with an antillery batlery in SUpO,
senl them against the Partisans in Croatia and Herzegovina with the engineer battalion keeping watch on the
railway in the Save valley, The division alse formed & small reconnaissance sroup. probably using ex-Ttalian
vehicles. The autumn and winter saw no major suecess bul only hard Nighting. The well equipped Partisans, with
mainly ltalian captured weapons and Allied supplies, often accepted combal with the Axis units

AFTERMATH:

The Cossacks "duck” was broken late in March, South of Zugreb. the
recce group engaged a large - maybe 400 fighters - partisan unil and
pinned it around the small village of Obotovi. The umely amival of the
Siherin-Kosaken-Reiter-Regiment 2 sealed the fate of the guerillas

Eacarcled in the hamlet, back to the Save river, they tried o sell their lives
dearly. but the lirepower of the Cossacks amd German forces proved 1oo
much for them and the besicoed detachment was annililated. That first
viclory was mentioned in the Wehrmacht bulletin, giving pride for

Pannwitz and his men. In the following months, the Cossack division
became known as the "Croatia fire brigade", winning many fizhts, but
withoutl preventing the final Axis defear.
