This is the Dusceons & Dragoys® [wlep]awng Game, the game
that defines the genre and has set the standard for fantasy role-
playing for more than 30 years, |

Specifically, this is the Monster Manual. This book contains
entries for hundreds of erearures, both hostile and benign, for use |
in Duwceons & Discoss adventures. This book, the Player's Hand- |
book, and the Dungeon Master's Guide comprise the core rules for)
the D&D* game. |

This introduction explains how 1o read each creature’s write-up.
It often refers to the Glossary, located in Chapter 7 a1 the back of
this book (starting on page 305}, for more details on attack forms
and the special qualities associated with monsters.

A list of monsters organized by Challenge Raring appears on
pages 318 and 319 to make it easy for the Dungeon Master to tailor
encounters to the party level of the player characrers.

This is the name by which the creature is generally known. The

Size and Type
Thisline describes the creature’s size (Huge, for example), Size car-
egories are defined in the Glossary. A size modifier applies ro the
creature’s Armor Class {AC) and attack bonus, as well as 1o cermain
skills. A creature’s size also determines how far it can reach to,
make 1 melee artack and how much space it occupies ina fight|
{see Space/Reach, below).

Hit Dice

This line gives the creature’s number and type of Hit Dice, and
lists any bonus hit points. A parenthetical note gives the average |
‘hit points for & creature of the indicated number of Hir Dice. |

A creatures Hir Dice total is also treated as its level for deter-
mining how spells affect the creature, its rate of natural healing,
and its maximum ranks in a skill

Initiative

This line gives the creature’s modifier on initiative checks.

|distance it can cover in one move action). If the creature wears
armor that reduces its speed, the creature’s base lind speed follows.

If the creature has other modes of movement, these are given |
after (or in place of | the land speed. Unless noted otherwise,
modes of movement are natural (nor magicall, See the Glossary for
information on movement modes.

Armor Class

The Armor Class line gives the creature’s AC for normal combat,
and includes a parenthetical mention of the modifiers conteibue-
ing to it (usually size, Dexterity, and natural armor), The crearure’s
touch and fat-foored ACs follow the combat-ready AC,

A creature’s armor proficiencies (if it has any) depend on irs
type, but in general a creature is automatically proficient with any
kind of armor it is described as wearing (light, medium, or heavy),
and with all lighter kinds of armor.

Base Attack/Grapple

The number before the slash on this line is the creature's base
artack bonus (before any modifiers are applied). The DM usually
won't need this number, burit can be bandy sometimes, especially
if the creature has the Power Artack or Combat Expertise feats,

Full Attack

| This line shows all the physical artacks the crearure makes when it
{uges a full-round action to make a full amack. It gives the number of
sartacks along with the weapon, attack bonus, and form of artack (melee
\or ranged |. The first entry is for the creature’s primary weapon, with an
attack bonus including modifications for size and Smength (for melee
Jattacks) or Dexterity (for ranged attacks). A creature with the Weapon
Finesse feat can use irs Dexterity modifier on melee attacks.

The remaining weapons are secondary, and attacks with them
are made with a =5 penalry o the artack roll, no marter how many
there are, Crearures with the Multiatack feat (see page 304) take |
only a -2 penalty on secondary atacks. l

The damage that each artack deals is noted parenthetically. |
Damage from an artack is always at least 1 point, even if 2 subtc-
tion from a die roll reduces the result to 0 or lower

A creature’s primary attack damage includes its full Strengeh
medifier (1-1/2 times its Strength bonus if the attack is with the
creature’s sole natural weapon) and is given first. Secondary
attacks add only 1/2 the creature’s Strength bonus and are given
second in the parentheses.

If any artacks also have some special effect other than damage |
(poison, disease, energy drain, and so forth), that information is |
given here, .

Unless noted otherwise, creatures using natural weaspons deal |

\double damage on critical hits.
Manufactured Weapons; Creatures that use swords, bows,
\spears, and the like follow the same rules as characters do. The
bonus for artacks with two-handed weapons is 1-1/2 rimes the
creature’s Srrength modifier (if it is a bonus), and is given first. Off- |
hand weapons add only 1/2 the Strength bonus and are given |

second in the parentheses.

Space/Reach
This line describes how much space the crearure takes up on the |
bartle grid and thereby needs to fight effectively, as well as how|
close it has to be o threaten an opponent. The number before the
|slash is the erearure’s space, or how many feet one side of the crea-
Jture occupies (refer to the Dungeon Master's Guide for addirional
idetails). For example, a creature with a space of 15 feet occupiesa,
| 3-square-by-3-square space on the battle grid. The number after
the slash is the crearures narural reach. If the creature has excep-
tional reach due 1o a weapon, tentacle, or the like, the extended .
reach and its source are noted in parentheses at the end of the line.

Special Attacks and Special Qualities
Many crearures have unusual abilities, which can include special
attack forms, resistance or vulnerability to certain types of |
damage, and enhanced senses, among others. A monster entey |
breaks these abiliries into special attacks and special qualities, The |
larter category includes defenses, vulnerabilities, and orher special |
abilities that are not modes of artack. A special ability is either,
extraordinary (Ex), spell-like (Sp), or supernatural (Su). See the |
Glossary for definitions of special abilities. Additional informa-
tion (when needed) is provided in the creamure’s deseriptive texr.
VWhen a special ability allows a saving throw, the kind of save
and the save DC is noted in the descriptive text. Most saving
throws against special abilities have DCs calculated as follows: 10
# 1/2 the attacker's racial Hit Dice + the relevant ability modifier.
The save DC is given in the creature’s description along with the
ability on which the DC is based.

Saves
This line gives the creature’s Fortitude, Reflex, and Will save modifiers

Abilities
This line lists the creature’s ability scores, in the customary order
Six, Dex, Con, Int, Wis, Cha. Except where noted otherwise, each

otherwise).

Nonabilities; Some creatures lack certain ability scores. These
creatures do not have an ability score of 0—they lack the ability
altogether, The modifier for a nonability is +0. Other effects of
nonabilities are demailed in the Glossary.

Skills
This line gives the creature's skills, along with each skill's modifier
|Uncluding adjustments for ability scores, armor check penalties,
and any bonuses from fears or racial traits). All listed skills are
class skills, unless the creature has a characrer class (noted in the
lentry), A crearure’s rype and Intelligence score determine the
number of skill points it has,
The 5kills section of the creature’s description recaps racial
\bonuses and other adjustments o skill modifiers for the sake of
clariry; these bonuses should not be added to the listed skill mod-
ifiers, An asterisk (*) beside the relevant score and in the Skills sec-
tion of the descriptive text indicates a conditional adjustment, one
that applies only in certain situations (for instance, a gargoyle gers
an additional +8 bonus on Hide checks when it is.concealed |
against a background of worked stone). .

Treasure

This line reflects how much wealth the creature awns and refers |
to Table 3-5: Treasure on page 52 of the Dungeon Masfer's Guide. In |
mast cases, @ creature keeps valuables in its home or laic and has
no treasure with it when it travels. Intelligent creatures that own
useful, portable treasure (such as magic items) tend 1o carry and |
use these, leaving bulky irems at home. See the glossary for more |
details on using the Treasure line of each monster entry.

Alignment

This line gives the alignment that the creature is most likely 1o
have. Every entry includes s qualifier thar indicares how broadly
that alignment applies to the species as a whole. See the Glossary
for derails.

Advancement

This book usually deseribes anly the most commonly encoun-
tered version of a creature (though some entries for advanced
monsters can be found). The advancement line shows how tough
a creature can get, in terms of extra Hit Dice. (This is not an
absolute limit, but exceptions are extremely rare.) Often, intelli-
gent creatures advance by gaining a level in a character class
instead of just gaining a new Hit Die.

Level Adjustment

This line is included in the entries of crearures suirable for use as
player characters or as cohorts (usually ereatures with Intelligence
scores of at least 3 and possessing opposable thumbs), Add this
number to the creature’s total Hit Dice, including class levels, 1o
get the ereature’s effective characrer level (ECL). A character’s ECL
affects the experience the character earns, the amount of experi-
ence the character must have before gaining a new level. and the |
character’s starting equipment. See pages 172, 199, and 209 of the |
Dungeorn Master’s Guide for more informartion.

And now, let's meet the monsters, . ..

ABOILETH

| The cool, refreshing water suddenly erupis in @ storm of reaching, grasp-
\ing tentacles. The tentacles connect to a primeval fish, 20 feet in length |
|fram its bulbous head to its crescent-shaped tail, Three siit-shaped gyes,

| protected by bony ridges, are set ane atop the other in the front of its head,
which remiains just beneath the surface as it ottacks,

The aboleth is a revolting fishlike amphibian found primarily in
subterranean lakes and rivers. [t despises all nonagquatic creatures
and attempts to destroy them on sight.

An aboleth has a pink belly. Four pulsating blue-
\black orifices line the botrom of its body and se-
\crete gray slime that smells like rancid grease.
L1r uses fts tail for propulsion in the water
land drags itself along with its ten-
tacles on land. An aboleth weighs
.about 6,500 pounds.

Aboleths are cruel and
highly intelligent, mak-

ing them dangerous pred-
arors. They know many ancient and rerrible
secrets, for they inherit their parents’ knowl-
edge at birth and assimilate the memories of
all they consume.

Aboleths are smart enough to refrain
from immediately artacking land dwellers
who draw near. Instead they hang back,
hoping their prey will enter the water, which
they often make appenr cool, clear, and refreshing with their
powers of illusion. Aboleths also use their psionic abilities 1o
enslave individuals for use against their own companions,

Aboleths have both male and female reproductive organs. They
 breed in solitude, laving 1d3 eges every five years. These eggs grow
\for another five years before hatching into full-grown aboleths.
LAlthough the voung are physically mature, they remain with their
| parent for some ten years, obeying the older creature urrerly,

Aboleths speak their own language, as well as Undercommon
and Agquan.

ABOLETH MAGE
Among the watery tombs and dungeons they inhabit, the lords of
the aboleths focus their efforts 1o achieve dominion through their
study of wizardry. Their great power marks them as ameng the
lords of all subterranean creatures. Still, these crearures, devored
to their arcane scholarship, spend most of their long lives alone.

True dragons are winged, reprilelike creatures of ancient lineage
They are known and feared for their size, physical prowess, and
magical abilities. The oldest dragons are among the most powerful
creatures In the world.

The known varieties of true dragons {as opposed to other crea-
tures that have the dragon type) fall into two broad caregories:
chromatic_and metallic. The chromatic dragons are black, blue,

(green, red, and whire; they are all evil and extremely fierce. The
metallic dragons are brags, bronze, copper, gold, and silver; they
.are all good, usually noble, and highly respected by the wise.

All true dragons gain more abilities and greater power as they
age. (Other creatures that have the dragon type do not) They
range in length from several feet upon hatching to more than 100
feer after artaining the strus of great wyrm., The size of a particu-
lar dragon varies according 1o age and variery

Though they are fearsome predators, dragons scavenge when
necessary and can ezt almost anvthing if they are hungry enough.
A dragon’s metabolism operates like a highly efficient furnace and
can merabolize even inorganic marerial. Some dragons have

(developed a taste for such fare.

Although goals and ideals vary among varieties, all dragons
Lare covetous, They like to hoard wealth, collecting mounds of

\coins and gathering as many gems, jewels, and magic items as

possible, Those with large hoards are loath to leave them for

long, venturing our of their lairs only to patrol the immediage |

area or to get food.

DRAGON SOCIETY

Although all dragons are believed to have come from the same
roots tens of thousands of years ago, the present varieties keep to
themselves and cooperate only under extreme circumstances,
such as a powerful mutual threat. Good dragons never work with
evil dragons, however, though a few neutral specimens have

(been found with either. Gold dragons cccasionally associate

{with silver dragons.

When evil dragons of different vadeties encounter one another,
they usually fight to protect their territories. Good dragons are
more tolerant, though also very territorial, and usually try 1o work
out differences in a peaceful manner

Dragons follow a number of reproductive strategies to suit

.their needs and rtemperaments. These help assure the continua-
tion of a dragon’s bloodline, no matter what happens to the
parent or the parent’s lair. Young adults, particularly evil or less
intelligent ones, tend 1o lay clurches of 1d4+1 egps all around

the countryside; leaving their offspring ro fend for themselves. .
These hatch into clutches of dragons, usually juvenile or|
younger, which stick together until they can establish their |

own lairs,

Older and more intelligent dragons form families consisting of

a mated pairand 1d4+1 young. Mated dragons are always adults or
marure adules; offspring found with their parents are of wyrmling
(01-10 on d%), very young (11-30), voung (31-50), juvenile
(51-90), or young adult (91=100) age. Shorely afrer a dragon
reaches young adulr (or rarely, juvenile) age, it leaves its parents to
establish a lair of its own,
A pair ol mated dragons beyond mature adult age usually

Dhwarves are noble warriors who excel at metaleraft, stoneworking,
and war. They tend to be serious, determined, and very honorable.

Dwarves favor earth tones in their clothing and prefer
simple and functional gath. The skin can be very dack, but it is
always some shade of tan or brown. Hair color can be black,
gray, or brown. Dwarves average 4 feet tall and weigh as moch
as adult humans.

Dwarves prefer to spend their time making masterpieces of
stane, steel, and precious metals. They create durable weapons, craft
beauriful jewelry, and cur superior gems. However, they consider it
bad taste to faunt wealth, so few wear jewelry other than one
simple piece.

Dwarves speak Dwarven. Most who mravel ourside dwarven
\lands (as rraders, mercenaries, or adventurers) know the Common
\tongue, while warriors in the dwarven cities usually learn
Goblin to better interrogate and spy on those evil denizens of
the deep caves.

Most dwarves encountered ourside their home are warriors.

Diwarves are experts in combat, effectively using their environ-
ment and executing well-planned group attacks. They rarely use
magic in fights, since they have few wizards or sorcerers (bur
dwarven clerics throw themselves into battle as heartily as their
fellow warriors).

Dwarf clans usually focus on one or two types of craf, such as
blacksmithing, making weapans or armor, creating jewelry, engi-
neering, or stonemasonry. Te avoid becoming overspecialized,
dwarves apprentice some of their young ones to other clans; this
practice also helps foster unity. Since dwarves live a long time, these

Ghosts ape the spectral remnants of intelligent beings who, for one

Some ghosis go about their business with little or no interest in
the living. Others, however, are malevolent spirits whao loathe all
life and seek to destroy it whenever possible. Although ghosts can
often be driven off or destroyed, they return again and again until
they deal with the reason for their existence.

A ghost greatly resembles its corporeal form in life, bur in some
cases the spiritual form is somewhart alrered. Some ghosts look
angelic and sweer, while others are rwisted and horrible things,
showing clearly the agony of the undead. There is often—but not |
always—a correlation between a ghost's appearance and its align-
ment, Assumptions are dangerous. l

A ghost's behavior usually merches its life. The spirit of a miserly

person, for example, might continue to hoard wealth even though.
it has no use for such rressures, Similarly, a ghost is generally ried |
to the place where it died. If the aforementioned miser had died in
arobbery, the ghost might remain in the counting house, rorment-
ing the new owner and all who do business there, This is not a hard
{and fast rule, though—many ghosts wander freely.

Ghouls haunt graveyards, battlefields, and other places rich with
the carrion they hunger for. These terrible creatures lurk wherever
the stench of death hangs heavy, ready to devour the unwary

Ghouls are said 1o be created upon the death of a living man or
woman who savored the taste of the flesh of people. This assertion
may ormay not be true, but it does explain the disgusting behavior
of these anthropophagous undead. Some believe that anyone of
exceptional debauchery and wickedness runs the risk of becoming
a ghoul The transformation from living beings into fell things of
the night has warped their minds, making them cunning and feral.

A golem’s creator can command it if the golem is within 60 feer
and can see and hear its creator, I uncommanded, a golem usually
follows irs last instruction to the best of its ability, though if arcked
it rerurns the arrack. The creator can give the golem a simple com-

 mand to govern its actions in his or her absence. such as “Remain in

Lan area and artack all crearures that enter” (or only a specific rype of

|creature), “Ring a gong and sttack” or the like. The golem's creator
can order the golem o obey the commands of another person (who
might in turn place the golem under someone else’s control, and so
on), but the golem’s creator can always resume control over his cre-
ation by commanding the golem o obey him alone.

Since golems do not need to breathe and are immune 1o most
forms of encrgy, they can press an artack against an opponent
almost anywhere, from the bottom of the sea to the frigid top of
the mllest mountain.

Any of the three hags who
created the hag eve can see through it whenever they wish, so long
as it is on the same plane of existence as the hag. A hag eye has
hardness 5 and 10 hit points. Destroying a hag eve deals 1d10
points of damage 1o each member of the covey and causes the one
who sustained the greatest damage 1o be blinded for 24 hours.

HATF-CELESTIAL

A celestial’s magical nature allows it to breed with virtually any
crearure, The offspring of the resulting unions, half-celestials, are
glorious and wonderful beings.

To carry out their responsibilities, celestials sometimes spend
great amounts of time in mortal realms. Being devoted and kind,
they eccasionally fall in love with mortals: humans, elves, uni-
corns, and similar creatures, The objects of celestial affection are
never evil and are abways intelligent. They always return the love
of their immortal paramour and willingly conceive the child, usu-
ally caring for it since the celestial has other duries.

Mo matter the form, balf-celestials are always comely and
delightful 1o the senses, having golden skin, sparkling eyes,
angelic wings, or some other sign of their higher nature.

Though noble and compassionate, half-celestials are often dis-
mayed at the evil among their kin and take a stern, sometimes
harsh, view of base instincts or malevolent actions. Never truly fir-
ting into any mortal society, half-celestials are usually loners and |
(wanderers attempting 1o right wrongs wherever they can,

|A dragon's magical nature allows it to breed with virtually any
creature. Conception usually occurs while the dragon has
changed its shape; it then abandons the crosshreed offspring.

Half-dragon creatures are always more formidable than others
of their kind that do not have dragon blood, and their appearance
betrays their nature—scales, elongated fearures, reprilian eyes,
and exaggerated teeth and claws. Sometimes they have wings.

Evil lycanthropes often hide among normal folk,
emerging in animal form at night (especially undera;

Lycanthropy can be spread like a disease. Some-,
rimes a lycanthrope begins life as a normal
humanoid or giant who subsequently con-
tracts lycanthropy after being wounded by
2 lycanthrope.

Becoming a lycanthrope is very much like
multiclassing as an animal and gaining the appropriate Hit Dice

Size and Type: The base creature’s type does not change, but the
creature gains the shapechanger subrype. The lycanthrope takes on
the characteristics of some rype of carnivorous or omnivorous creg:

ture of the animal type (referred to hereafter as the base animal).
This animal can be any predator, scavenger, or omnivore whose
size is within one size category of the base crearure’s size (Small,
Medium, or Large for a Medium base creature). Lycanthropes can
also adopt a hybrid shape that combines features of the base crea-
ture and the base animal. A lycanthrope’s hybrid form is the same
size as the base animal or the base creature, whichever is larger.

A lycanthrope uses either the base creature’s or the base animal’s
statistics and special abilities in addition to those described here

Hit Dice and Hit Points: Same as the base creature plus those
of the base animal To caleulate total hit points, apply Constitution
modifiers according to the score the lycanthrope has in each form.
For example, s human commoner with a Constitution score of 11
as 2 human and a Constirution score of 15 as a wolf has 1d4 plus

LYCANTHROPY AS AN AFFLICTION

When a character contraces lycanthropy through a lycanthrope’s
bite (see above], no symproms appear until the first night of the
next full moon, On that night, the afflicted character involuntarily
assumes animal form and forgets his or her own identiry, rem-
\potarily becoming an NPC under the DM control. The character
|remains in animal form, assuming the appropriate alignment,
{until the next dawn.

The character’s actions during this first episode are dicrated by
\the alignment of its animal form. Good-aligned Ivcanthropes seek
\to aveid sentlements or travelers and nonnatural environments,
(seeking our wilderness environs. They may hunt the nagural prey
{of their kind, but avoid atracking good and newrral intelligent crea-

tures. Evil-aligned lycanthropes seek to murder as many intelligent
creatures as possible, often killing their own family members and

friends. They generally seek our places where such victims may be |
found. Meurral creatures seek remote areas and avoid contact with
civilization, but might attack travelers or other folk abroad in the |
wilderness if the travelers are few in number. However, the amack |
is driven by natural ferocity and hunger, not malice. In any case, .

the character remembers nothing abour the entire episode (or sub-
sequent episodes) unless he succeeds ona DC 15 Wisdom check, in
which case he becomes aware of his lycanthropic condition.
Thereafter, the characrer is subject to involuntary ransforma-
tion under the full meon and whenever damaged in combat. He or
she feels an overwhelming rage building up and must succeed on
.a Control Shape check (see page 303) 1o resist changing into
lanimal form. Any player character not yet aware of his or her
\ycanthropic condition temporarily becomes an NPC under the
\DM’s control during an involuntary change, and acts as described
above depending on the alignment of his or her animal form,
A character with awareness of his condition retrains his identity
and does not lose control of his actions if he changes. However,
each time he changes to his.animal form, he must make a Will
save (DC 15 + number of imes he has been in animal form) or
permanently assume the alignment of his animal form in all
shapes. An evil lycanthrope who is aware of his actions in animal
form is not compelled o murder and kill indiscriminately, but he
.delights in bloodshed and will certainly seek cut opportunities 1o
islaughter intelligent beings, preferably those of his own race.
Once a character becomes aware of his affliction, he can now vol-
{untarily artempt to change o animal or hybrid form, using the
{appropridte Control Shape check DC (see page 303), An attempt isa
standard action and can be made each round. Any voluntary change
to animal or hybrid form immediately and permanently changes |
the characrer’s alignment 1o that of the appropriate lycanthrope. |

Changing Form

Changing form is a standard action. If the change is involuntary, the |
character performs the change on his next wm following the g
gering event. Changing to animal or hybrid form ruins the charse-
ster's armor and clothing (including any items worn) if the new form

.dropped. Characters can hastily doff clothing while changing, bt
not armor.

Curing Lycanthropy

_An afflicred character who eats a sprig of belladonna (also called

(wolfsbane) within 1 hour of a lycanthrope’s attack can amempt a |
\DC 20 Fortitude save to shake off the affliction. If 2 healer admin- |
isters the herb, use the character’s save bonus or the healer’s Heal
modifier, whichever is higher. The character gets only one chance,
no marter how much belladonna is consumed. The belladonna
must be reasonably fresh (picked within the last week).

However, fresh or nor, belladonna is toxic. The characrer must
succeed on a DC 13 Fortitude save or mke 1dé points of Strength
damage. One minute later, the character must succeed on a second
DC 13 save or take an additional 2dé points of Strength damage. |

A remove disease or heal spell cast by a cleric of 12th level or)
higher also cures the affliction, provided the character receives the
spell within three days of the lycanthrope’s atmack, .

The only ather way to remove the afflicrion is 1o cast remove
curse or break enchantment on the character during one of the three |
days of the full moon. After receiving the spell, the characrer must
succeed on a DC 20 Will save 1o break the curse (the caster knows
if the spell works). If the save fails, the process must be repeated.
Characters undergoing this cure are often kept bound or confined
in cages until the cure takes effect.

Only afflicred lycanthropes can be cured of lycanthropy.

LYCANTHROPES A5 CHARACTERS

Since they live in the wilderness, most lycanthropes become bar-
barians.or rangers. Wererats tend 1o become rogues. Becoming a
lycanthrope does not change a character’s favored class but usually
changes alignment (see above). This alignment change may cause
characters of certain classes ro lose some of their class fearures, as
noted in Chapter 3 of the Player's Handbook,

Lycanthrope characters possess the following racial trairs.

— &2 Wisdom. Physical abilities are increased by the animal
form's ability modifiers when a lycanthrope changes 1o irs hybrid
or animal forms.

\Die of the animal form. Any skills that appear in the animals
descriprion are rreated as class skills for the lycanthrope’s animal
levels, The lycanthrope’s maximum skill ranks are equal 1o its |
animal form Hit Dice + its racial Hir Dice (if any) + its class levels
[+ 3, Anv racial skill adjustments of the lycanthrope's base race and
{its animal form (bur not conditional adjustments) are added 1o its

skill modifiers in any form.

(across, for game purposes a swarm is defined as a single creature
\with a space of 10 feer—gigantic hordes of bats or logusts are
lactually composed of dozens of swarms in close proximity. A
swarm_has o single pool of Hit Dice and hir poins, a single ini-
tiative modifier, a single speed. and a single Armor Class. Ir
makes saving throws as a single crearure.

Many different creatures can mass as swarms; bat swarms,

centipede swarms, hellwasp swarms, locust swarms, rat swarms. |
and spider swarms are described here. The swarm's type varies |
with the nature of the component creature (most are animals or |
vermin), but all swarms have the swarm subtype.

A swarm of Tiny creatures consists of 300 nonflying crearures or
11,000 flying creatures, A swarm of Diminutive creatures consists
\of 1,500 nonflying creatures or 5,000 flying creatures. A swarm of

Fine crearures consists of 10,000 creatures, whether they are flving
or not. Swarms of nonflying creatures include many more crea-,
tures than could normally fit in a 10-foot square based on their,
normal space, because creatures in a swarm are packed rightly
together and generally crawl over each other and their prey when
moving or attacking: Larger swarms are represented by multiples
of single swarms. A large swarm is completely shapeable, though |
it usually remains contiguous.

JIn order to artack, a single swarm moves into opponents’ spaces,
\which provokes an artack of opportuniry. It can occupy the same |
space as a creature of any size,
since it crawls all over its prey, bu
remains a creature with a 10-foot
space. Swarms never make attacks
of opportunity, but they can pro-
voke attacks of opporiuniy.

Unlike other ereatures with a 10-foot

CHAPTER 4;
IMPROVING MONSTERS

Each of the monster entries in Chapters 1 through 3 describes a typ- |
ical crearure of its kind. However, there are several methods by |
which extraordinary or unique monsters can be created using a typi- |
\cal creature as the foundation: by adding character classes, increasing |
\a monster's Hit Dice, or by adding a template to a monster. These |
 methods are nor murually exclusive—its possible for a monster with |

atemplate (a half-dragon lammasu, for excample) 1o be improved by
|bath increasing its Hit Dice and adding character class levels.

Class Levels: Intelligent creatures that are reasonably human-
oid in shape most commonly advance by adding class levels. Crea-
tures that fall into this caregory have an entry of “By character
class® in their Advancement ling. When a monster adds a class

Aevel, that level usually represents an increase in experience and
Jearned skills and capabilities.

Increased Hin Dice: Intelligent crearures that are not human:
|oid in shape, and nonintelligent monsters, ean advance by increas- |

ing their Hit Dice. Creatures with increased Hit Dice are usually
superior specimens of their race, bigger and more powerful than
their run-of-the-mill fellows.

Templates: Both intelligent and noninelligent erearures with an
unusual heritage (such s draconic or fiendish blood) or an inflicted
change in their essential nature (undeath or lycanthropy) may be

| modified with a template. Templates usually resultin rougher mon-
Isters with capabilities thar differ from those of their common kin.

Each of these three methods for improving monsters is dis-

|cussed in more detail below:

Monsters are assumed to have completely average (or standard)
ability scores—a 10 or an 11 in each ability, as modified by their
racial bonuses. However, improved monsters are individuals and
often have berter than normal ability scores, and vseally make use

of either the elite array or the nonelite array of ability scores.

Monsters who improve by adding a template, and monsters|
who improve by increasing their Hir Dice, may use any of the |
three arrays (standard, nonelite, or glire), Any monster unigue,

enough to be improved could easily be considered elite.

Elite Array: The elite array 15,15, 14, 13, 12, 10, 8, These num-
bers result in modifying the standard scores by +4, +4, +2, 42, +0,

\ar 12 HD. Monsters do not gain ability score increases for levels
ithey “already reached” with their racial Hir Dice, since these
iadjustments are included in their basic ability scores.

If a crearure acquires a character class, it follows the rules for multi-
class characters described on pages 59—60 of the Players Hundbook,
The creature’s Hit Dice equal the number of class levels it has plus
its racial Hit Dice. For example, an ogre normally has 4 HD. 11t
picks up one level of barbarian, it becomes a creature of 5 Hit Dice: |
4d8 HD for its ogre levels, plus 1d12 HD for its barbarian level, A
creature’s “monster class” is always a favored class, and the creature |
never takes XP penalties for having it Addirional Hir Dice gained |
from taking levels in a characrer class never affect o crearure’s size.

Humanoids and Class Levels: Crearures with 1 or less HD
replace their monster levels with their character levels, For
example, a goblin sorcerer loses its humanoid artack bonus, saving
throw bonuses, skills, and feats, and gains the atack bonus, save
bonuses, skills, feats, and other class abilities of a 1st-level sorcerer

Level Adjustment and Effective Character Level: To deter-
mine the effective character level (ECL) of 2 monster character, add
irs level adfustment to its racial Hit Dice and character class levels,
The monster is considered 1o have experience points equal to the
minimum needed to be a charmcter of its ECL.

Those with £ or more HD killed by |
vampires may become vampires, Templates such as these are
referred to as acquired templates, indicating thar the crearure did
not always have the arrribures of the template. |
Other templates, known as inherited remplates, are partof a |
creature from the beginning of its existence. Examples include
the celestial, flendish, half-celestial, half-dragon, and half-fiend

|templates—all assume the creature was born with the remplare.

A grig, |
for example, gains AC and artack bonuses for being Tiny, and |
reduced Dexterity from a size increase actually hurts jts Weapon
Finesse capability. Monsters that don't benefit from size increases
don't advance in that manner for this reason.

ADDING SPECIAL ABILITIES

You can add any sort of spell-like, supernatural, or extraordinary
abiliry 1o a crearure. Aswith a class level, you should determine
how much, or how little, this ability adds to the creature’s existing
repertoire, A suite of abilities that work together should be rreated
as o single modifier for this purpose, 1f the ability {or combination
of abilities} significantly increases the monster’s combar effective-
ness, increase irs CR by 2. Minor abilities increase the creature’s
CHR by 1, and truly trivial sbilities may not increase CR at all If the
special abilities a monster gains are not ted 1o & class or Hit Die
increase, this CR increase stacks.

A significant special attack is one that stands a good chance of
incapacitating or crippling a character in one round; the troll’s
rend ability, while it is dangerous, does not make it significantly
more dangerous than it already is, but an umber hulk’s confusing
gaze can take characters out of the fight every round. A significant
spectal quality is one thar seriously diminishes the monster's vul-
nerability to commeon artacks, such as spell resistance or an
undead creanire’s immuniries. Do not add this facror twice if a
monster has both special artacks and special qualities.

Make sure 1o “scale” your evaluation of these abilities by the
monster’s current CR. Giving a CR 15 monster built for melee
combar the ability to.cast bull's strmgth once per day is pretry triv-
ial, raken all by irself. I probably wouldn's bump the CR atall orar
best, by 1. If vou give a melee combat monster of CR 1 the same
ability, however, that’s fairly significant: Increase the CR by 2.

Adding lors of abilities is always problematic. Monsters usually |
only spend a short period of ime “on screen” in any adventure, If |

Lyou give a monster more special abilities than it can reliably use in
{2 single encounter, you may just be increasing complexity for no
{real improvement.




CHAPTER 5:
MAKING MONSTERS

All the really great monsters, in the D&D game and in literagure, |
have one thing in common—you can sum up what they're all|
|about in just a few words. That's the first and most essential item.in |
{any monster recipe—a solid and fairly simple statement of what

| the monster is all about,

Before vou begin assigning statistics and other particulars, take some
time to think about the basic nature, or concepr, of your monster.
Think about the following when working on your concept:
—WWhat do vou expect the creature to do in the game? (1s ira
friend or-a foe of the PCs? Does it depend primarily on physical
\abilities ar mental abiliries? Is it meant ro be encountered once, or
ana recurring basis?)

—Where does it live? (A monster that lives underground may.|

have characreristics not shared by monsters thar inhabir the
wilderness, and vice versa.)

—How does it live? (15 it a predator that relies on its own
strength and speed, or is it intelligent enough to ger other cres-
tures to do is bidding?)

—Does it have any particular enemies or favorite prey?

After you have an idea of what your monster is about, you'll
|have a much easier rime making your creature’s type, ability
scores, feats, skills, and special powers fit your concepr. It's okay to
'model your new monster on o creature that's already in the
game—youll have less work to do, and your monster will be easier
{to use. You'll find thar a short menu of special abilities tghtdy
|wedded ro your concept makes the best monster, and it makes the
{monster much easier to use,

DETERMINING THE MONSTER'S TYPE

Onee you have your monster’s concepr figured our, ir's rime o

pick a crearure type that fits the concept. Use the following infor-,
mation 1o determine the moest appropriate type for your monster,

[perhaps refining your concept as you go).

Aberration: An aberration has a bizarre anatomy, strange abilities, |

an alien mindset, or any combination of the three. This type works
best for creatures that are just plain weind Abermations have average
combat ghility and hit points, but generally poor saving throws

If you want your aberration to be a tough customer in combar,
voull need to give it some sort of special attack abiliry. For ex-
ample, a carrion crawler has eight paralyzing tentacle arracks,
while an umber hulk has a gaze that causes confusion.

Animal: An animal is a living, nophuman creature, usually a
vertebrate with no magical abilities and no innate capacity for lan-
guage or culrure. Animals have average combar ability, average hit
points, and average saving throws.

If your creature ever lived on Earth, and it's not an insect of
some kind, it's probably an animal.

Construct; A construct is an animated object or artificially
constructed creature. Constructs have average combat ability and
hit points, and very poor saving throws, but they have immunity
to many attack forms.

Use this type for any creature thatwas built or made rather than

\born ot harched.

Dragon: A dragon is a reptilelike creature, usually winged, with
| magical or unusual abiliries. This type is exceptionally powerful,
|combining good combat ability, hit peints, and saving throws.

Use the dragon type for variations on the basic dragon design (a
flying reprile with supernatural abilities), If your creature is essen-

tially just a flving reprile (such as a pterodactyl), the animal or|

magical beast type may be more suitable,

Elemental: An elemental is a being composed of one of the |
four classical elements: air, earth, fire, or water. Elementals have |
average combar abiliny and hit points and poor saving throws, but |
hayve immunity to some forms of anack. |

Use the elemental type for a creature from the elemental planes

[that i= more element than crearure. If your creature is 2 narive of
the elemental planes bur more like a living crearure than the incar-

nation of an element, you should probably use the outsider type.
Fey: A fey is a creature with supernatural abilities and connec-,

\tions to nature or to some other force or place. Fey are usually
{human-shaped. Fey have poor combat ability and hit paints and

average saving throws. If you want to create a tough fey, you will
need to assign formidable physical ability scores and special at-
tacks or defenses 1o make the creature survivable. }
Fey creatures include fairies and many sylvan creatures. They |
could also include evil creatures such as the sidhe and unseelie

fairies.

Giant: A giant is 2 humanoid-shaped creature of great strength,
usually of at least Large size. Giants have average combar ability

iand hit points, and poor saving throws, bur their size and physical

abiliry scores usually make them very dangerous combarants.
If your creature is humancid-shaped and at least as big as an
ogre, i's probably a giant, especially if it doesn't have a lot of spe-
cial abiliries.
Humanoid: A humanoid usually has two arms, two legs, and
one head, or a humanlike torso, arms, and 2 head. Humanoids have
few or no supernatural or extraordinary ahilities, but most can |

ispeak and usually have well-developed societies. They usually are |

Small or Medium. Every humanoid creature also has a subtype, |
such as elf, goblinoid, or reprilian. .

Humanoids with 1 Hit Die exchange the features of their human- |
oid Hit Die for the class fearures of a PC or NPC class. Humanoids |
of this sort are presenred as 1st-level warriors, which means that,
they have average combar ability and poor saving throws.

Humanoids with more than 1 Hit Die (for example, gnolls and
bughears) are the only humanoids who make use of the features of
the humanoid type. Humanoids have average combat ahility and
hit points, but poor saving throws

Magical Beast: A magical beast is similar to an animal but can
have an Intelligence score higher than 2. Magical beasts usually
have supernatural or extraordinacy abilities, but somerimes are
merely bizarre in appearance ar habits. Magical beasts have good
combat ability and hit points, and average saving throws,

If vour creature resembles an animal but is intelligent or has
supernatural or spell-like abilities, it's probably a magical beast.
You can also use this type for animallike creatures that combine
the features of two or more animals, or are similar to animals bur
just tougher.

Menstrous Humanoeid: Monstrous humanoids are similar 1o
humaneids, bur with monstrous or animalistic features. They
often have magical abiliries is well. Monstrous humanoids have
good combat ability and average hit points and saving throws.

Use this type for just sbout anything that combines elements of
human and animal or monster anatomy, unless it is weird enough
to_gualify as an aberration. Monstrous humanoids might also
include otherwise humanoid creatures with odd vulnerabilities or
abilities you wouldnt normally find in a humanoid. :

Ooze: An ooze is an amorphous or murable creature, usually |
mindless. Oozes have average combar ability, good hit paints, and |
very poor saving throws, bur they have immuniry 10 many forms |

yof artack.

If your crearure has a bizarre physiclogy that takes the form ofa ]

,mindless, amorphous blob, it’s an coze. Otherwise, ir's probably an |

aberration,
Outsider; An outsider is at least partially composed of the

|essence (but not necessarily the material) of some plane other

than the Material Plane. Some creatures start out as some other




type and become outsiders when they attain a higher (or lower)

state of spiritual existence. Outsiders have good combart ability,
average hit poins, and good saving throws.

If your creature comes from another plane and it’s not an ele-
mental, it's an cursider.

Plant: This rype comprises vegetable crearures. Note that regu- |
lar plants, such as one finds growing in gardens and fields, lack |
{Wisdom and Charisma scores and thus are not crearures, but,
objects, even though they are alive. Plant creatures have average
(combat ability and hit points and poor saving throws, but have |

immunity to many forms of attack.

Undead: Undead are once-living creatures animated by spiri-
(tual or supernatural forces, Undead have poor combar ability, aver-
age hit points, and poor saving throws, but have immuniry to
many forms of artack. If you want to creare an undead crearure
with formidable combar abilities, you will need to give it high
(Strengrh or Dexterity, or provide it with dangerous special attacks
tand defenses,

1f ir's dead, but still kicking, it undead (although it could be al

iconstruct if it's just a collection of parts animated through an

arcane process). I the creature has energy drain or ability drain |

capability, it is more likely undead than a construct

Vermin: This type includes insects, arachnids, other arthro-
pods, worms, and similar invertebrates. Vermin have average
combat ability and hit points and poor saving throws, but are often
mindless and therefore have immuniry 1o mind-affecring effects
|(chirms, compulsions, phantasms, patterns, and morale effects),

Use this type for giant bugs and other mindless invertebrates. If
Lyour creature has an Intelligence score and you've considered the
(vermin type, its probably a magical beastor an aberration instead.

TARGET CHALLENGE RATING

|Before you get too far into designing your monster, you should

\decide abour how rough a monster you're irying 1o build by picking
a target CE. Challenge rating measures the level of characters the
monster will be best suired 1o oppose. As you assign the monster’s
Hit Dhce, Armor Class, attack bonus, special arecks, save DCs, and
other chameteristics, you will want o keep your rarger CR.in mind.

For example, if you want to create a monster 1o challenge a,

party of 2nd-level characters, you probably don't want to create a
monster with an Armor Class of 25. A strong and capable 2nd-
level fighrer might have an attack bonus of +6 or so, which means
that the best character in the party will hit your monster only on a
natural 19 or 20, The clerics, rogues, and other characters in the
party will anly hit on a natural 20.
1f you are interested in crepting your own monsters for p partic:
ular game or campaign, you have an advantage: You know exactly
what characrers your monsters will face. You can examine your
| players' character sheets and check the artack bonus, Armor Class,
jand saving throws of the characters you expecr your monster o
{fight. If you don't want to tailor your monster to a particular group
of characters, you can use the NPC ables in Chapter 4 of the Dun-
geon Master’s Guide to see how characters of a level equal o your
target CR can handle different monster attacks and defenses.

TABLE 5-1: CREATURE S1ZE, ABILITY SCORES, AND DAMAGE

Asyou proceed through the steps of creating your monster, use |
vour target CR to guide vour decisions about what value to assign. |
Your final monster design may or may not match the targer CR,
but you will be much less likely to create a monster that never

| misses or can’t be hit.

- CREATING THE MONSTER

All the other elements of the monster recipe serve 1o put your con-

Jcept into words and numbers so you can use the monster in play.

The steps below are not presented in the same order as a monster
entry, because some items that appear late in a monster eniry (for
example, the monster’s ability scores) affect decisions you might
make about items that precede them.

CREATURE TYPE

A creature’s type defines what the creature is like and what it can

| doin the much the same way as a character’s class defines the char-
Lacter’s abilities. A creature’s type determines the size of its Hit Dice
,and how magic affects the creature; for example, the hold animal

spell affects only creatures of the animal type.

Type, along with size, helps determing the monster’s ahiliry
scores and damage values. Consider your concept for the monster,
and choose the rype thae best marches that concepr. Full descrip-
tions of each rype’s features and rraits appearin Chaprer 7: Glossary,

SIZE

A creature’s size affects its combat abilities in numerous ways, In |
general, the bigger the creature, the nastier it is. When assigning a
size to your monster, think about your monster concept. Does the
creature need o be really strong and tough? Does it have a voru-
cious appetite? If so, it should be big. Is the creature sneaky, agile,
and easy 1o overloak? If so, it should be smaller.

It's important to remember that a crearure’s toral volume is what
determines its size. If a creature is significantly denser or less
dense than a regular animal, then its weight is 2 poor indicator of
size. For example, the ghost of a human weighs nothing bur is size
Medium.

A crearure’s size should influence irs ability scores and irs
number of Hit Dice. Table 5-1 shows suggested ability scores, Hit
Dice, and natural weapon damage for monsters of various sizes.
These are guidelines, not hard-and-fast requirements. Many crea-
tures in this book do not adhere 1o the guidelines on the table.

The column headers on Table 51 are defined below:

Minimum CR: This column gives the minimum target CR you
should assign to a creature of this size. This reflects the size-based
suggestions for number of HD, Strength, and damage capability,
For example, if you are crearing a Gargantuan creature, you should
plan on a final CR of & or higher.

Str, Dex, Con: These numbers are typical values for a crearure
of the indicated size. The creature’s type influences which end of
the given range a monster falls into; for example, since giants are
often at the high end of the Srength range for their size, a Large
giant’s Strength score should be closer to 27 than 18,

Elemental: Air and fire elementals often have high Dexrerity
scores for their size; earth and warer elementals often have high
Constitution scores,

Fey: Fey often have high Dexterity scores for their size,

Giant: Giants often have high Strength and Constitution scores

for their size.

Magical Beast: Magical beasts often have high Dexteriry scores,

for their size.

Opze: Oozes often have low Dexterity and high Constirution |

\scores for their size,

Outsider: Outsiders may be supernaturally quick and agile,
despite their size. Cutsiders have the Dexrerity range of a creature
three sizes smaller than their actual size,

Plant: Plants often have low Dexterity and high Constirution

(scores for their size.

Undead: Undead often have high Strength and Dexterity scores |

\for their size.

Minimum HD: Creatures of size Small or larger should be

assigned a certain number of Hir Dice as 2 minimum to reflect
their mass, A Gargantuan creature with 2 Hit Dice would be larger
than an elephant, but would have the hit points of o wolk

Maximum HD: Creatures of size Tiny or smaller shouldn's
have a very large number of Hir Dice, simply because they dont
have the necessary body mass 1o have the sort of innare toughness
that a large number of racial Hit Dice would suggest. If you want
to create very small creatures with lots of Hit Dice, you might be

|berter off to keep the cresture’s racial Hir Dice low and assign it
{some number of character ¢lass levels instead.

Slam or Tentacle: The suggested damage value for any blunt
attack the creature might have (punches, constriction, slaps, and
the lile).

Bite: The suggested damage value for any amtack the crearure
delivers with its mouth or teeth

Claw or Sting: The suggested damage value for any attack the
creature makes by scratching, teating, raking, or poking with an
appendage

Gore or Tail: The suggested damage value for any aack the |
creature makes with horns, antlers, or a head bure A rail slap ortail |

whip falls in this category, too.

SUBTYPE
A monster associated with an element, form of enecgy, or the like
also gets a parentherical subtype. Applying a subtype can indicare
a subgroup within a larger type, such as undead {incorporeal)
Some subtypes link creatures that share characteristics, such as
humanoid (goblinoid). Other subtypes categorize members of dif-
ferent types that share common characteristics For example,
|white dragons and frost giants belong to the dragon and giant
L types, respectively, but they are also of the cold subtype
Some common subtypes that affect a creature's abilities are
briefly described below. Details are given in Chapter 7: Glossary,
Air: The creature (usually an elemental or cutsider) possesses
an innate band 1o the Elemental Plane of Air.
Angel: The creature belongs 1o one of the angel races and
chares common charscteristics with other angels,
Aquatic: The crearure breathes warer, not air.

Native: Despite its outsider type, the creature is actually a
native of the Material Plane

Reptilian: The crearure is a humanoid with reprilelike charac-|
fersics

Shapechanger: The creature possesses an innare ability 1o
change shape or assume an alternate form. |

Swarm: The creature is actually o swarm of hundreds or thou- |
sands of very small creatures, {

Tanar'ri: The creature is a demon that belongs 1o the tanar'ri
race and shares common characteristics with other tanari.

Water: The ereature (usually an elemental or oursider) pos:
sesses an innate bond 1o the Elemental Plane of Warer.

HIT DICE

This entry in a statistics block provides the numberand size (number
of sides) of Hir Dice and any bonus hit points. The size of the dice is
derived from the creature’s rype, The number of bonus hir points is a
function of the crearure’s Hit Dice and Constitution score

A parenthetical listing of the creature’s average hit points fol-
lows the Hit Dice listing. To calculate a creature’s average hit
points, take the average value of each Hit Die, apply the creature’s
Constitution modifier (a crearure always has at least 1 hit point per
Hir Die), multiply by the number of Hit Dice, and round down.

Hit Dice and Target CR: In general, a crearure’s Hit Dice
should be equal to or greater than the targer CR you've set for.
the creature, but not more than three times the rarger CR. For!
example, if you are designing a CR 5 monster, you should prob-
ably assign at least 5 Hir Dice, but not more than 15 Hir Ciice. I
your manster has too few Hit Dice for its Challenge Rating, it

{wont have staying power comparible to other monsters of that
| CR. If your monster has oo many Hit Dice, not only will it have

more hit points than a creature of that CR should have, bur it
will also have a better attack bonus and saving throws than
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expected, because those numbers are determined by the cres-
ture’s Hir Dice,

Obwviously, many monsters break this rule, usually by falling 1
or 2 Hit Dice short of their CR. That's okay, provided that the mon-
ster has special artacks or qualities thar make it a suitable chal- |
lenge at its CR.

ABILITY SCORES

{In this entry, a creature’s ability scores are presented in this order;

Str, Dex, Con, Int, Wis, Cha, i
Assigning Abilities: Physical abilities (Strength, Dexterity. |

{and Constitution) are largely 2 function of a creature’s type and
;size, as shown on Table 5-1. In general, the bigger a creature gers,

the higher irs Strength and Constirution scores and the lower its
Dexterity, Exceptions abound,

The remaining abilities (Intelligence, Wisdom, and Charisma)
are seldom related to size. You'll need 1o assign values to these abil-

yities to match your concept.

Intelligence: Reflects how well the ereature learns and reasons. |

In maost cases, it affects how many skills and feats the creature has. |

A creature needs an Intelligence score of at least 3 1o speak a lan-
guage; anything lower makes the creature no smarter than a typi-
cal animal. An Intelligence score of 4 to 7 represents a limited abil-
ity to reason and a certain low cunning. An Intelligence score of 8
or 9 approaches the typical human range. A score of 10 or 11
covers the human norm. A score of 12 o 19 reflécts above-average

1o genius-level Intelligence. A score of 20 or higher represents
{superhuman intellect.

Wisdom: Refleets the ereature’s level of perception and strength

of will A creature can have a very low Intelligence score and still
|be very wise. A Wisdom score of 3 or lower indicates a creature
{that is barely sentient, A score of 4 to 6 represents Wisdom equiv-
salent to that of an unusually foolhardy or unperceptive human. A

score of 16 10 18 reflects acute senses and unusual guile, A score of
20 or higher represents superhuman perceptiveness

Charisma: Reflects the creature’s sense of self and ability 1o
influence other creatures for good or for ill (o particulacly scary
creature often has a high Charisma score), A creature can have o
very low Intelligence score and srill be very charismaric, Al
Charisma score of 3 or lower indicates a creature that is barely sen-
tient. A score of 4 to 6 represents Charisma equivalent to thatof a,
strikingly sullen, crass, or retiring human. A score of 16 10 18
reflects an unusually strong presence and force of personality. A
score of 20 or higher represents superhuman Charisma.

Nonabilities: Some creatures lack one or more ability scores,
In most cases, 4 nonability is an sdvantage for the creature. Note
that all creatures must have both a Wisdom score and & Charisma

_score. Anything that lacks Wisdom or Charisma is an object, not a
|ereature (though it may be alive, such as a tree or a sponge)

INTTIATIVE

This entry gives the creature’s modifier to initiative rolls. The
bonus is most commonly dedved from the cresture’s Dexterity
modifier and the Improved Initiative feat (if the creature has it).

SPEED

This entry gives the crearure’s base land speed in feet per move action,
All speeds must be evenly divisible by s feet. Most creatures have base
land speeds of between 20 and 40 feet. Larger creatures and
quadrupeds tend to be faster, and predators or crearures noted for
their fast movement could have a speed of up to 60 to 80 feet. Com-
pare the speeds of monsters similar to your monster concept to pick a

Lsuirable value See Table 5-2 for some guidelines and suggestions.

1f the creature has other modes of movement, list all that apply
after the base land speed in alphabetical order If the creature wears
armor that reduces its speed, it’s helpful to give its reduced move- |
ment rate in a parenthetical note following the base land speed. |

ARMOR CLASS

All crearures start with a base Armor Class of 10, which is modi- |
fied by the crearure’s size, Dexterity, armor (including natural |
armor), and shield, Some crearures, such as incorporeal monsters,

| may also have a deflection bonus to their Armor Class,

Consider the creature's anatomy and overall roughness when

iyou choose an Armor Class for your monster. The rable below

shows some typical values for narural armor.
Towch Armor Class: To figure your monster’s Armor Class against

Jtouch artacks, add only its size modifier, Dexterity modifier, and
| deflection bonus {if any) 1o its base AC of 10,

Elat-Fooled Armor Class: To figure vour monster's Armor Class
when it is caught flar-foored, include all the normal elements
except the creature’s Dexterity bonus,

Don't forger to include the creature’s size modifier in your final |
Armor Class calculation. 1F the creature wears armor, its natural

.armor bonus stacks with the bonus provided by its acmor. For
sexample, a centaur is a Large creature with o Dexterity score of 14
\(+2 bonus 1o AC) and +2 natural armor. If the centaur carriesa,
L heavy shield and wears a chain shirr, its Armor Class is 19 (=1 size,

+2 Dex, +2 natural, +2 heavy shield, +4 chain shirt),

Armor Class and Target CR: Too high an Armor Class may |
make your monster unbeatable ar the Challenge Rating you're
aiming for.

Attack Bonus: A creatures artack bonus consists of the follow-
ling components: base attack bonus (as determined by the crea-
ture's rype and Hit Dice), size modifier, and Strength modifier for
melee attacks or Dexterity modifier for ranged artacks. You may
select feats or equipment for the monster thar alter the creature’s
arrack bonus with a particular weapon; for example, if you give the

monster & +2 lengswond, you will increase its attack bonus with that
weapan by 2 points. Similarly, Weapon Focus or Weapon Finesse |

{might alter the creature’s attack bonus

The Artack entry in o statistics block gives the attack and |

damage bonus for each of the monster’s atracks, if the monster
decides to use a standard action to make a single artack. You do not
need o account for secondary weapons or multiple artacks with
the seme weapon when you describe the monster’s individual
artack options here—any weapon the monster uses to make a
single artack as a standard action gets the monster’s full attack
bonus and damage bonus for Strength.

Damage: Assign damage values to each of the creature’s natural
attacks. The base damage value depends on the creature’s size and

ithe type of attack, as shown on Table 5-1.

Particularly tough or weak creatures might have higher or
lower damage values. In general, you can vary the power of a mon-
ster’s attacks by moving up or down one or two lines on the rable.
For example, 1 Medium monster’s bite usually has o damage value
of 1d6, but it could be as little as 1d3 or a5 much as 2d6. Use the
1d3 value for a creature with a very small or weak mouth, or the

2d6 value to represent a creature with large or very powerful |

mouth.

Matural Weapons: A creature’s artack gets the creature’s full|
damage bonus from Strength, or 1-1,/2 rimes the Strength bonugif,

it is the crearure’s sole natucal weapon.

If any of the crearure’s attacks also have some special effect
other than damage (poison, disease, energy drain, paralyzation,
and so forth}, nore it after the arrack’s hit point damage—for
example, sting (1dé6 plus poison).

Critical Hits: Unless you decide otherwise, a crearure’s natural
attack threatens a critical hir on a roll of natural 20 and deals
double damage if a eritical hit is confirmed. Very few monsters

{have betrer than normal threst ranges or critical mulripliers with
their natural weapons.

Weapon-Using Creatures: Crearures that use weapons follow all
the rules thar characters do; two-handed weapons gain 1-1/2 times
the crearure's Strength bonus on damage rolls.

Attack Bonus and Target CR: Much like Armor Class, a mon-
ster's attack bonus may make it unplayable ar the Challenge
Rating you intend. A monsterwithouta high enough attack bonus
poses no threat to the PCs, and 2 monster with too high an attack
bonus never misses,

As a guideline, arrange the components of a.monster’s amack
{honus so that its attack bonus with its primary weapon is equal

Manufactured Weapons: Creatures that use weapons follow
all the rules characrers that do, including multiple atacks with the
same weapon and penalties for using two weapons at once.

Natural and Manufactured Weapons: 1f a creature has both
a manufactured wespon and natural weapons, it usually uses its
manufactured weapon as its primary attack (and receives muld-
ple artacks with thar weapon, if its base artack bonus is +6 or
higher), and uses its natural weapons as secondary attacks (-5
penalty on artack rolls, and 1/2 Sength bonus on damage rolls),

The saving throw
type depends on the nature of the amack, as follows:
—Fortitude saving throws apply to attacks on the defender’s
virality: poison, magic that causes instant death, level drining, or
' magic that causes physical rransformation.
Reflex saving throws apply to massive attacks such as a
wizard’s fireball or a damage-dealing breath weapon.
—Will saving throws apply to mental influence and domina-
tion as well as any magical effecr that doesny fall into one of the
| previous two calegories

Calculating Saving Throw DCs
The formula for save DCsis 10 + 1/2 the creamure’s Hir Dice + rel-
evant ahility score modifier. The relevant ability score depends on
the type of artack, as follows:
Strength: Any application of force, crushing, binding, or con-
striction. Example: tample 4
Dexterity: Movement, movement restrictions, h![ung with a
missile, entanglement. Example: entangle i
Constitution: Almost anything that comes from the creature's body,
such as poison or breath weapons, Examples breath weapon, poison.
Intelligence: Usually not used to determine save DCs for mon-
sters’ special artacks. Possible uses: illusion effects.

BEHIND THE CURTAIN:

SPELL RESISTANCE AND DAMAGE REDUCTION

Too much spell resistance or damage reduction can make a monster
virtually unbeatable at the Challenge Rating you're aiming for. Too little,
and the monster might as well not have any at all, since any character
will have the caster level or magic weaponry necessary to penetrate the
creature's defense,

Spell Resistance: If you choose to give your manster this ability,
you'll probably want to set the resistance number equal to the crea-
ture's CR + 11. This means that a character of a |level equal to the crea-
ture's will have a 50% chance to overcome the maonster’s spell resist-
ance (barring the Spell Penetration feat). For example, a 12th-level
character has a 50% chance to overcome spell resistance 23, so 23 is
a good spell resistance number for a CR 12 creature

fou may need to adjust a creature's spell resistance number after
you finally settle on a CR for the creature.

If you want a highly magic-resistant creature, set the monster's spell
resistance higher than CR + 11. For lesser resistance, set ;he spell

special artacks, Possible uses: Mental or perception effects (except
charms and compulsions; see Charisma).

Charisma: Use Charisma for anything pirting the crearure's will
against an opponent: gaze attacks, charms, compulsions, or energy
drain. The creature’s Charisma modifier affects the save DC forany

(spell-like abilities it has (no matrer what form they take).

Also use Charisma for any DC that normally would be based on
an ability score the creature does not have. For example, undead
creatures have no Constitution score, so any peison attacks they
have would use Charisma to determine the save DC.

SPECIAL QUALITIES

A special quality is any ability a crearure can use 1o protect irself
The Special Qualities entry also is the catche-all for anything the |
creature might do or have that does not logically belong some- |
where else, Common special qualiries include:

—Blindsense

—Blindsight

—Damage reduction

—Fast healing

—Frightful presence

—Immunity to energy of a certain amack form

—Regeneration

—Resistance toenergy

—Scent

—Spell immuniry

—Spell resistance

—Subrype features (for example, cold subrype]

These abilities are described in (haph 7: Glossary. A number |
of monsters have less common special qualllm that are not listed
here. As with special antacks, limit the number of special qualities
you give a monster, because you'll have an easier time running the
monster in play.

SAVING THROWS

Determine the creature's saving throw bonuses. The crearure's base
saving throw bonuses depend on its type and Hir Dice. Include all
adjustments that apply o each save, provided they apply all the
rime (such as ability score medifiers and racial bonuses). Condi-
tional saving throw bonuses should be noted in the creature’s Spe-
cial Qualiries entry and explained in the creature’s description.

Saving Throws and Target CR: In general, a crearure’s good
saving throw bonus should be around (targer CR % 1.5), while its

resistance lower. For each point of difference, you'll change the chance
of successfully overcoming spell resistance by 5%. For example, a 12th-
level caster has a 45% chance to overcome spell resistance 24, and no
chance to overcomne spell resistance 33

Damage Reduction: Assigning a damage reduction value can be
tricky. Setting the value too high can make a creature virtually immune
to physical attacks, On the other hand, most player characters carry
SOME Magic weapons, 5o setting the value too low can result in an inef-
fective ability.

Remember, even if player characters can hurt the monster, lesser crea-
tures in the game world often cannot hurt the creature, nor can the
player character's cohorts or any creatures they summon.



poor saving throws should be roughly equal 1o its trger CR. For
example, if vou are designing a CR 6 monster, 1 good save bonus of
+9 and a poor save bonus of +6 should give the monster a decent
chance to save against the player characters' artacks without mak-
ing their attacks ineffectual.

The easiest way o manipulate a creature’s save bonuses is 1o

assign a feat that increases a save bonus (for example, Iron Will), 1f)
vou don't want to give the monster the fear, but you still want to|

incresse the save bonus, then you need to adjust the ability score
from which the save bonus is derived.

SKILLS
Assign whatever skills you think the creature Sught to have. The
number of skill points a creature has depends on its rype, Hit Dice,
and Intelligence; see Table 5—4. Assume that any skill you choose
for the creature is a class skill, and each rank costs 1 skill point.
The maximum rank for any skill is the crearure’s Hit Dice + 3. A
.crearure with less than 1 Hit Die is treated as having 1 Hir Die for
the purpose of derermining skill points and maximum skill rank..

[t is important to consider your concept when assigning skills. Crea

tures that live by hunting need Hide, Spot, and Listen, and probably
Move Silently. Creatures that use spells or spell-like abilities need
Concentration and probably Spellcrafy, Creatures thar do not have
climb or swim speed may benefit from Climb or Swim. Skills such
as Balance and Escape Artist can be useful for almost any creature.

A creature’s final skill modifier consists of; skill ranks + ability
modifier + size modifier (for Hide) + movement mode modifier

\{for Climb, Jump, or Swim) + racial bonuses (if any) + synergy
'bonuses (if any) + armor check modifier (if any). You may decide
to purchase feats that change the creatures skill modifiers, too

Conditional Bonuses: If the creature has conditional abiliry
adjustments, do not apply them in the Skills entry, Instead, mark
the skill modifier with an asterisk and note the conditional modi-
fler in the creature’s description.

Racial Skill Bonuses: Often a creature will need a berer skill
modifier than its abilities and skill points allow, In such cases, it5 a
good idea to assign it a racial bonus (which is effective all the time], or
a specific circumstance bonus, For example, most big cars get bonuses
on Hide and Move Silently checks, and even larger conditional
bonuses on Hide and Move Silently checks when they're in the right
terrain. Theyid have a hard time surviving as predators without them,

FEATS

All monsters have a number of fears equal 1o 1 + (1 per 3 HD)
Monsters must meer the prerequisites for feats, just as characters
must, If your creature concept begs for a feat for which the crea-
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ture does not qualify, consider altering the ereature so thavitqual-
ifies for the fear, or assign the feat as a bonus feat. (Ivis acceprable |
for a creature to have a bonus feat for which it does not meer the |
prereguisites. | ]
Assign feats with your creature concept in mind, just as you did
'for skills. For example. spellcasting creatures can benefit from
\Combart Casting. Creatures that depend on their senses o locate
prey or alert them to danger can benefit from Alertness, Creatures
thar artack from ambush can use Improved Initiative, Any crea-.

Most crearures will have no treasure {None) or standard treasure,
Very intelligent creatures might have double or triple treasure.,
Some creatures may collect only certain rypes of treasure, See
Table 35, page 52 of the Dungeon Master's Guide

ALIGNMENT

What alignment does your monster have? Choose lawful, neurral,
or chaotic, followed by good, neutral, or evil. All alignments have
a qualifier: always, usually, or often, See page 305 for details.

SKILLS THE QUICK WAY

Instead of fretting about each skill point, an easy way to assign skills to
a monster is to simply buy a number of skills, all at the creature's maxi-
mum ranks. The number of individual skills a creature can choose this
way is equal to its Intelligence modifier plus the base number of skill
points a creature of its type receives per HD. For example, undead have
skill paints equal to (4 + Int modifier) at each HD, so an undead crea-
ture with an Intelligence score of 15 (Int modifier +2) could simply
select six skills at maximum rank,




ADVANCEMENT

This entry provides a measure of how tough the creature can get if
vou decide 1o increase its Hir Dice. In general, o creature should
be able to have up to three times its original Hit Dice (that is, 2 3
HD creature should be able 1o advance up 109 HD),

Most creatures will get larger if you add alotof Hit Dice, so you,
\should pick a break point at which the creature’s size changes. For |
(example, the Advancement entry for s Large plant creature with 3|
{Hit Dice might read: 4—5 HD {Larges 69 HD (Huge). See Table|

15=1 for guidelines on size and Hit Dice.

Some monster types don't have obvious break points berween

|size categories. In these cases, you probably want to set the break
_point between sizes at 1,2 the maximum Hit Dice to be added. For
example, a Large aberration with 4 HD could advance to 12 HD.
Since you're adding up to 8 Hit Dice, the creature’s Advancement
entry might read: 5-8 HD (Large]; 9-12 (Huge).

| This shows what level of party for which the creature would make |
\agood encounter of moderate difficulty. A party of four fresh |

characrers (full hit points, full spells, and an assortment of equip-
ment appropriate to their levels) should be able to win the
encounter with some damage, but no casualties, given reasonable
luck. This victory should consume no more than 20% of the party
resources {hit points, spells, and consumable magic items).
Assigning an appropriate Challenge Rating can be difficult. The
Lt basic tools for determining CR are comparing and playtesting,

Comparing CR
| The simplest and quickest way 1o estimare your monster’s Chal-
Jenge Rating is to compare it to similar monsters inan appropriate
|CR range. Begin with the target CR you used in constructing your
monster. Use the list of Monsters by Challenge Bating (see page
\318) 10 compile a list of monsters whose CRs march your mon-
sters CR, ;.'rlus or minus 1, For example, if your target CR.i5 7, you
should closely examine monsters of CR 6, 7, and 8.

T narrow your list, look for monsters with similar types or sim-

ilar methods (bruisers, spell-like abiliey users, special attack users, |
and so on). Once you've reduced your list of compatable monsters |

If your monster is clearly superior to most of the comparable
monstets, your target CR is probably too low, Try adjusting the CR
up by 1 or 2, then find a new list of monsters that should be com-
parable at the new CB and see how your monster stacks up. If your
monster s clearly not as tough as most of the comparable mon-
sters, reduce your CR by Lor 2 and find a new list of comparable
moensters 1o check your monster against.

Evaluate your monster and decide what its basic function is: bat-
tler, ambusher, magic user, special attack user, or multiple threat

Battler: The monster uses sheer combat skill o threaten the
party and has few special abilities, Examples: dire animal (any),
glane (any), gray render, minotauz, shambling mound, worg, A bat-
tler’s CR should be from 1/3 its HD 10 2/3 its HDL

Ambusher: The monster depends on stealth or surprise atracks
to threaten the party. Examples: assassin vine, choker, derro
mimic, phase spider, roper. An ambusher’s CR should be from 1,2
its HD toits HID,

Magic User: The monster's best attacks are its spells or spell-
like abilities. Examples: aboleth, lamia, lillend, mind flayer,
nymph. A magic user’s CR should be from about its HD to its HD
+2, provided the spells it can employ would be appropriate for a
spelleasting character whose level is about the same as the mon-
ster's Hit Dice, (1f they're less than expected, your monster is prob-
ably better described as an ambusher or bartler.)

Special Artack User: The monster is dangerous because of a |
special artack it can employ. Examples: basilisk, dragon (any), |
harpy, medusa, wraith, vampire. A special attack user’s CR should
be from 2/3 ixs HD 1o s HD |

Multiple Threat: The monster combines twe or more of the
previpus functions, For example, many demons and devils com-
bine battler and magic user funcrions, while a mind flayer com-|

‘bines magic user and special amack user functions. Dragons with
|significant spellcasting ability frequently combine battler, magic
‘user, and special attack user functions. A multple threat's CR
*should be from abour 3/4 its HD to its HD +2,

This chapter provides definitions and descriptions of monster
characteristics. If you come across a term earlier in this book thar
vou're not familiar with, this is the place to find out more.

Aberration Type: An aberration has a bizarre anatomy, strange |
Labilities, an alien mindser, or any combination of the three.

Features: An aberration has the following features

—d# Hir Dice

— Base artack bonus equal 1o 3,4 toral Hir Dice (as cleric),

—Good Will saves,

—Skill points equal to (2 + Int modifier, minimuom 1) per Hit
Die, with quadruple skill points for the frer Hit Die.

Trails: An abermation possesses the following traits (unless oth-
erwise noted in a creature’s entry),

—Darkyision out 1o 60 feet.

—Proficient with its narural weapons. If generally humanoid in |

Jform, proficient with all simple weapons and any weapon it is de-|
|scribed a3 using. |
—Proficient with whatever type of armor (light, medium, or |
heavy) it is described as wearing, as well as all lighter types. Aber-
rations not indicated as wearing armor are not proficient with
armot. Aberrations are proficient with shields if they are profi-
cient with any form of armor.
—Aberrations eat, sleep, and breathe,

Ability Score Loss (Su): Some attacks reduce the opponent’s
|zcore in one or more abiliries. This loss can be temporary (ability
damage ) or permanent (ability drain).

Ability Damage: This attack damages an oppenent’s ability score.
\The crearure’s descriptive text gives the ability and the amount of
damage. If an artack that causes ability damage scores a critical hir,
it deals twice the indicated amount of damage (if the damage is
expressed.as a die ange, roll two dice). Ability damage returns at
the rate of 1 point per day for each aftected ability:

Ability Dirain: This effect permanently reduces a living oppo-
nent’s ability score when the erearure hits with a melee aack. The
creature’s descriptive text gives the ability and the amount,

drained. 1f an artack thar causes ability drain scores a eritical hir, it |

drains twice the indicated amount (if the damage is expressed asa |
die range, roll two dice}. Unless otherwise specified in the crea-
ture's description, a draining creature gains 5 temporary hit points
(10 on a critical hit) whenever it drains an ability score no mateer
how many points it drains, Temporary hit points gained in this

Alignment; This line in a monster entry gives the alignment
that the creature is most likely to have, Every entry includes a
qualifier that indicates how broadly that alignment applies to all
monsters of thar kind.

Always: The creature is born with the indicated alignment. The
creature may have a hereditary predispositon o the alignment or
come from a plane that predetermines it It is possible for individ- |
uals to change alignment, but such individuals are either unique |
OF TiTe EXCEPLonS, _

Usually: The majority (more than 50%) of these creatures have
the given alignment. This may be due to strong cultural influ-|
ences, or it may be a legacy of the crearures’ origin. For example,
most elves inherited their chaotic good alignment from their cre-
ator, the deity Corellon Larethian.

Offen: The creature tends toward the given alignment, gither by
nature or nurture, but not strongly. A pluralivy (40-50%) of indi-
viduals have the given alignmenr, bur exceprions are common

Angel Subtype: Angels are a race of celestials, or good out-
siders, native 1o the good-aligned Outer Planes. In the D&D cos-
maology, these planes are the Seven Mounting Heavens of Celestia,
the Twin Paradises of Bytopin, the Olympian Glades of Arborea,
the Blessed Fields of Elysium, and the Wilderness of the Beast-
lands.

includes a +2 racial bonus. Those who fail take o =2 penalty on
attacks, AC, and saves for 24 hours or until they successfully hit
the archon that generated the aura. A creature that has resisted or

For example, a wizard's raven familiar is a magical beast (aug-
mented animal). A creature with the augmented subtype usually

has the traits of [rs current rype, but the fearures of its original type.
(For example, a wizard's raven familiar has an animal’s features and
|the traits of & magical beast.

| Baatezu Subtype: Many devils belong to the race of evil our-

Blindsight (Ex): This ability is similar 1o blindsense, but is far
more discerning. Using nonvisual senses, such as sensitivity 1o
vibrations, keen smell, acute hearing, or echolocation, a creature
with blindsight maneuvers and fights as well as a sighred creature.
Invisibility, darkness, and most kinds of concealment are irrele-
vant, though the crearure must have line of effect to & creature or |

|obfect to discern that creature or object. The ability's range is spec- |

A
crearure is immune to its own breath wespon unless otherwise
noted. Some breath weapons allow a Fortitude save or a Will save
instead of a Reflex save.

Change Shape (Su): A creature with this special qualiry has the
ability 1o assume the appearance of a specific creature or type of
creature (usually a humanoid), but retains most of its own physical
qualities. A creature cannot change shape to 1 form more than one
stze category smaller or larger than its original form. Changing
shape results in the following changes to the creature:

—The crearure retains the type and subtype of its original form.
It gains the size of its new form.

—The creature loses the natural weapons, movement modes,
and extraordinary special attacks of its original form

—The creature gains the natural weapons, movement modes, |

Class Skills: Any skill in which a monster has acquired at least
one rank or in which the cresture has a racial bonus is considered
a class skill for thar kind of creature. Some monsters, such as the

rrue dragons, have their class skills explicitly listed. Other mon- |
\sters’ class skills can be determined from their staristics blocks. |
Creatures with a Swim speed always have Swim as a class skill. |

Creatures with a Climb speed always have Climb as a class skill.
Skills listed in an entry merely because of synergy with another
skill are not class skills, For example, a marilith's class skills are
Bluff, Concentration, Diplomacy, Hide, Intimidate, Listen, Mowve
Silently, Search, Sense Motive, Spelleraft, Spor, and Use Magic
Dievice. Even though Disguise and Survival are mentioned in the
creature’s statistics block, their presence is exclusively due to the
synergy benefit granted by Bluff and Search.

Cold Subtype; A creature with the cold subtype has immunity
ito cold. It has vulnerability to fire, which means it takes half again
(a8 much (+50%) damage as normal from fire, regardless of whether
asaving throw is allowed, or if the save is a success or failure.

Constrict (Ex): A creature with this special attack can crush an
opponent, dealing bludgeoning damage, after making a successful
grapple check.

The entry indicates the amount of damage ignored (usually 510
15 points) and the type of weapon thar negates the ability, For|
example, the werewolf’s entry reads “damage reduction 10/silver™
Each time a foe hits a werewolf with a weapon, the dumage dealt
by thar attack is reduced by 10 points (to a minimum of 0), How-
ever, a silvered weapon deals full damage.

Some monsters are vulnerable to piercing, bludgeoning, or
slashing damage. For example. skeletons have damage reduction
5/bludgeoning. When hitwith slashing or piercing weapons, the
damage dealt by each attack is reduced by 5 points, but bludgeon-
ing weapons deal full damage.

Some monsters are vulnerable to certain materials, such as
alchemical silver, adamantine, or cold-forged iron. Attacks from
weapons that are not made of the correct material have their
damage reduced, even if the weapon has an enhancement bonus,
Examples: the werewolf's damage reduction 10/silver, the iron
golem’s damage reduction 15/adamantine, and the nymph's dam-
age reduction 10/cold iron.

Some monsters are vulnerable to magic weapons. Any weapon
with at least a +1 magical enhancement bonus on artack and dam-
age rolls overcomes the damage reduction of these monsters. Such
creatures’ natural weapons (but not their artacks with weapons)
are treated as magic weapons for the purpose of ovércoming
damage reduction. For example, the gargoyle has damage reduc-
tion 10/magic and can strike as a magic weapon for the purpose of |
overcoming damage reduction. .

A few very powerful monsters, such as the solar and the tar-|
rasque, are villnerable only to epic weapons; that is, magic weap- |
ons with at least a +6 enhancement bonus, Such creatures” natural |
weapans are also wreated as epic weapons for the purpose of over-|
coming damage reduction. .

Some monsters are vulnerable to chaotic-, evil-, good-, or lawful- |

(aligned weapons, When a cleric casts align weapon, affecred weap-
{ons might gain one or more of these properties, and certain magic
weapons have these properties as well. For example, many tanar'd

demons and baatezu devils have damage reduction 10/good, while
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many celestials have damage reduction 10/evil. A creature with an
alignment subtype (chaotic, evil, good, or lawful) can overcome
this type of damage reduction with its natural weapons and weap-
ons it wields as if the weapons or natural weapons had an align-

ment (or alignments) that match the subrypels) of the creature, A
bearded devil, for instance, has the evil and lawful subrypes, and |
thus can overcome damage reduction as if its weapons and natural |

|weapons were evilaligned and lawful-aligned.

When a damage reduction entry has a dash (=) after the slash, .

Unless otherwise specified in the crearure’s
deseription, a draining creature gains § temporary hit points (10
on a critical hit) for each negative level it bestows on an opponent.
These temporary hit points last for a maximum of 1 hour.

An affected opponent takes a =1 penalty on all skill checks and
ability checks, arack rolls, and saving throws, and loses one effective
level or Hit Die (whenever level is used in a die roll or calculation)
for each negative level, A spellcaster loses one spell slot of the high-
est level of spells she can cast and (if applicable) one prepared spell of
that level; this loss persists until the negative level is removed.

Negative levels remain until 24 hours have passed or unril they
are removed with a spell, such as restoration, If a negative level is
not removed before 24 hours have passed, the affected creature
must attempt 2 Fortitude save (DC 10 + 1/2 draining creature's
racial HD + draining crearure’s Cha medifier; the exact DC is given
in the creature’s descriptive text). On a success, the negative level
goes away with no harm to the creature. On a filure, the negative
level goes away, bur the creature’s level is also reduced by one. A
separate saving throw is required for each negative level.

Environment: This entry in a statistics block describes the
type of climate and terrain where the creature is typically found.
This is a preference, but is not exclusionary. Norte that these envi-
ronments can also exist in portions of dungeons due o magical
effects or other supernatural interference, or as features in dun-
geons or other environment areas. Chapter 5 of the Dungeon,
Master’s Guide has details on climate and terrain rypes.

|called fiends. Mosr creatures that have this subtype also have evil

The crearure also suffers
effects according to its actual alignment. A crearure with the evil
subtype overcomes damage reduction as if its natural weapons |
and any weapons it wields were evil-aligned (see Damage Reduc- |
tion, above).

Extraplanar Subtype: A subrype applied to any creature when |
it is on a plane other than its native plane. A creature that travels |
the planes can gain or lose this subrype as it goes from plane 1o
plane. This book assumes that encounters with erearures rake
place on the Material Plane, and every creaturéwhose native plane
is not the Material Plane has the extraplanar subtype (bur would
not have when on its home plane). Every extraplanar creature in
this book has a home plane mentioned in its description. These
home planes are taken from the Great Wheel cosmology of the
D&D game (see Chapter 5 of the Dungeon Master’s Guide). 1f your

| campaign uses a different cosmology, vou will need ro assign dif- |

ferent home planes to extraplanar creatures,

Crearures not labeled as extraplanar are natives of the Material

Plane, and they gain the extraplanar subtype if they leave the
Marerial Plane. No creature has the extraplanar subtype when it is
on a transitive plane; the rransitive planes in the D&D cosmology
are the Astral Plane, the Ethereal Plane, and the Plane of Shadow.

Unless otherwise stated, it does not allow
lost body parts o be reattached.

Favored Class: A monster that takes levels in a class (or more
than one class) has a favored class, just as player characters do.

Fear (Su or Sp): Fear attucks can have various effects.

Other effects are
possible. A fear aura is an area effect. The descriptive text gives the
size and kind of area.

An incorporeal creature can enter or pass through solid objects,
but must remain adjacent to the object’s exterior, and so cannot,
pass entirely through an object whose space is larger than its own.

{ment (50% miss chance) from an incorporeal ereature that is

Incorporeal creatures have no
weight and do not set off traps that are triggered by weight
An incorporeal creature moves silently and cannot be heard
with Listen checks if it doesn't wish to be, It has no Strength score,

s its Dexterity modifier applies to both its melee artacks and irs|
| ranged artacks, Nonvisual senses, such as scent and blindsight, are |
pither ineffective or only partly effective with regard to incorpo- |
real creatures. Incorporeal creatures have an innare sense of direc- |

tion and can move at full speed even when they cannor see.

Lawful: A subtype usually applied only to oursiders narive 1o
the lawful-aligned Outer Planes. Most creatures that have this sub-
type also have lawful alignments; however, if their alignments
change, they still retain the subtype, Any effect that depends on

|alignment affects a crearure with this subtype as if the crearure has

a lawful alipnment, no marter what its alignment actually is. The
creature also suffers effects according to its acrual alignment. A
creature with the lawful subtype overcomes damage reduction a5
if irs natural weapons and any wespons it wields were lawful-
,aligned (see Damage Reduction, above).

Level Adjustment: Certain monsters can used as the basis for
interesting, viable plaver characters. These creatures have a level
adjustment entry, which is a number thart is added to the creature’s

torzl Hit Dice 1o arrive at its effective character level. A creature
with multiple special abilities is more powerful as a player charac-|
ter than its Hit Dice alone would indicate. For example, a drow elf |
has spell resistance, bonuses to its ability scores, and spell-like

abilities. Its level adjustment of +2 indicates that a 1st-level drow
wizard is the equivalent of a 3rd-level characrer.

Some creatures' level adjustment entries include the word
“(eohort)” Although these creatures may be problematic as PCs,
they make good companions for g character who has taken the
Leadership fear. Some other creatures aren't intended for use as

PCs or cohorts but can become companions through the use of

|the Improved Familiar feat. In these cases, the level adjustment
entry is o dash followed by the words “(Improved Familiar)."
Level adfustment is not the same thing as an adjustment 1o &
creature’s Challenge Ratring because of some special qualiries ir
possesses. Challenge Rating reflects how difficulr an opponent is
to fight in a limited number of encounters. Level adjusrment
shows how powerful a creature is as a player characrer or cohort in
campaign play. For instance, a drow receives a +1 adjustment to its
Challenge Rating to account for its special abiliries, indicating
that it's tougher in a fight than its Hit Dice would suggesr, bur its
level adjustment is +2 to balance its ahilities over long-term play.

items,” such as rocks and logs, that a creature wields in combar—
in essence, any weapon that is not intrinsic 1o the creature.

ignores some damage of the indicated type each time it takes dam-
age of that kind (commonly acid, cold, fire, or electricity). The
entry indicates the amount and type of damage ignored. For
example, a illend has resistance to fire 10, so it ignores the first 10
points of fire damage dealt 1o it anytime it takes fire damage.

Scent (Ex): This special quality allows a creature to detect
